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If you click Open, the report will display on the designated application 
you selected as the format.   

 

 

 

 

If you select Save, you will be prompted for a name and location to save the 
file.

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The Loan Modification 

The Loan Modification report is the only report that will display this type of heading on 
the report. 

To print this report, you need to place your cursor on the actual report frame and click.  
Then select File: Print from browser menu. 

 
Downloading the Loan Modification Report  

Complete the following steps to download the Loan Modification report. 

1. From the generated report, click Load Spreadsheet from the generated report. 
The File Download dialog box will appear.

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Creating Custom Reports 

In addition to the standard reports available, Investor Accounting ManagerSM (IAM) 
allows you to create tailored reports to meet your specific needs.  With this feature, you 
can conduct searches on your portfolio based on loan characteristics and criteria that you 
choose.  Once these reports are developed, you can view, print, or download them for 
use. 

There are four basic steps in creating and customizing your report:   

• Select the fields to display in your report. 
• Determine how you want the data to be displayed.   
• Filter and sort your report.   
• Evaluate output.     

Select the Fields to Display 

When you are creating your own report, IAM allows you to choose what information you 
want displayed on your report.   You can choose from a list of available data fields to 
create a report for your specific needs.  Follow this procedure to Create Your Own 
Report! 

1. Click the icon on the left side of the IAM homepage.  The Create Your Own 
Report screen displays. 

 
 

2. To choose fields to appear on your report, click on the fields from the Select 
Fields for your report box.    The fields you select will display in the Order of 
Fields to Display box on the right. 
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The fields listed are in alphabetical order.  As you place your mouse over each criterion, 
the definition is displayed in the yellow highlighted box at the bottom of the screen.  You 
have two required fields that will display on all customized reports, the Freddie Mac Loan 
number and the Servicer Loan number. 

There are restrictions on the number of fields you can select.  You are limited to a row width of 
145 character spaces that can be displayed on a printed report.  In the lower right side of the 
Order of Fields to Display box there is an indicator to show the “used” percentage of space for 
the fields you have selected.   

 

 
If the used percentage exceeds 100 percent, the following error message will be displayed: 
 

“The display width of the report has been used up.  Additional selected columns are 
viewable in the download.  Columns that exceed 100 percent will not be displayed.” 
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 Determine How Your Data is Displayed 
You can change the order of the fields as they will appear on your report or remove fields 
no longer needed.  The fields will appear left to right on the report starting with the first 
field listed.  To change the order of the fields, complete the following steps: 

 
1. Select the field you want to move and click the Move Up or Move Down arrow. 

2. Continue to click the directional arrows until the field is in the correct place. 

3. Select the field and click Delete to remove unwanted fields. 

4. Click Continue to move to the next screen. 

 

Filter and Sort Your Report 

Using the filters listed at the bottom of the screen, narrow the scope of your report.  If 
you do not filter, your report will display every loan in your portfolio.  

Definitions of the filters appear in the yellow box at the bottom of the screen when you 
pass the mouse over the filter.  Red underlined filters will allow you to choose from a 
pop-up list when you click on them. The available filters are described in detail in 
Appendix C of this manual.  Complete the following steps to filter and sort your report: 

1. Enter the criteria for your report.   

 
Click Clear if you wish to clear the screen and start over.

3. The fields you chose on the Create Your Own Report screen can be selected to be 

sorted. Select from the Sort By drop down menu.   
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4. Choose the order by selecting ascending or descending.

will provide a subtotal at the bottom of your report for that field. 
 

Filter/Sort Example 

You will chose the following fields to display on your report (for payoffs occurring 
for the 9/2002 cycle), the Order of Fields to Display box will show: 
 

 
 
If you select your order for sorting to be Exception Date first, then Exception Code 
and lastly Servicer Loan Number, your screen will look like this. 

 

 
 

If you check the Subtotal/Group box for Exception Date, the report will subtotal all 
payoffs with an exception date of 8/16/2002 followed by the payoffs for 8/17/2002 
and so on.  
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This will result in a report showing all loans sorted first by Exception Date (of 
8/16/2000), then by Exception Code (code 60s, then 61, etc.) then in order of Servicer

After you have designed your report and entered the required information, the report will 
be available to you.  The following options are now available: 
 

Option Function 

View Summary report Describes the total number of records processed and the 
totals for the fields you selected. 

Generate a preview Reflects the first 50 rows of your report according to 
selected fields.  This will help you determine if the report 
contains the information you desire. 

Generate the complete 
report 

Generate the entire report according to your 
specifications.   
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Printing Custom Reports 

Once you have designed and generated your custom report, you may wish to print the 
report.    Remember, you are restricted to the 145-character row width limit (refer to the 
Used % on the Create Your Own Report main page).  Anything more than 100 percent 
will not be printed on your report and you will receive an error message.  In this case, it is 
suggested that you export the report to see all the data selected. 

To print a custom report, click the printer icon on the right of the toolbar and follow the 
directions.   

 

 
 

Exporting Custom Reports 

Once you have designed and generated your custom report, you may wish to export it.  
This allows you to view and print the entire report, including data that exceeds the 
145-character row limit, using Microsoft® Excel.

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When and How Would You Use Investor Accounting Manager? 

You must use a tool before it becomes useful.  Likewise, Investor Accounting Manager 

(IAM) will only become useful to you when you use it regularly and take advantage of 
what it has to offer.    

Throughout the Month… 
To ensure accurate reporting, we recommend accessing various IAM reports that reflect 
data on Freddie Mac’s database to facilitate a comparison to your investor accounting 
system.  You should utilize IAM to perform the following types of activities throughout 
the month: 

 Retrieve edits on your loan transactions. 

 Link to Global Payments Inc. to make and track remittances.  

 Interact with your Freddie Mac Loan Portfolio Specialist via e-mail. 

 Review Servicer Bulletin updates for a complete and up-to-the-minute 
understanding of Freddie Mac’s policies and requirements. 

 Verify reporting and remitting due dates. 

You can use IAM to retrieve the following reports: 

Reports Description 

Edits to be Cleared and System 
Cleared Edits 

Monitor your exception transactions (such as payoffs) for 
errors. 

ARM Notification  Available to you 45 days prior to the scheduled payment 
change date of an ARM loan.  You should compare the 
report information to your own ARM data to identify 
discrepancies to be resolved. 

Current Cycle ARM 
Adjustment 

Identify loans, which have net yield rates that are 
scheduled to adjust with the current cycle (between the 2nd 
and the 15th) of the month to ensure critical data elements 
are in sync with Freddie Mac’s database. 

Newly Transferred In Loans Available between the 2nd business day and the 
accounting cutoff to ensure that the newly acquired loans 
are set up with the critical ARM data elements on your 
system. 

Newly Funded Loans Available between the 2nd business day and prior to the 
accounting cutoff to ensure that the newly funded loans 
are set up correctly on your system prior to your monthly 
reporting. 
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Introduction 

This section will provide information on how to remit funds to Freddie Mac using an 
online interface with Global Payments, Inc. (GPI).   

Objectives

funds to Freddie Mac using IAM. 
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Remitting Funds to Freddie Mac 

Investor Accounting ManagerSM (IAM) allows you to initiate cash remittances to Freddie 
Mac by providing an online interface with a third party service bureau. This interface, 
known as Global Payments, Inc. (GPI), is available as an alternative to the existing touch-
tone phone system.  Although the touch-tone system is still available, using GPI to make 
remittances will allow you to visually inspect a remittance amount prior to submission.   

To remit funds to Freddie Mac using GPI, follow the procedure below. 

1. From the IAM homepage, select Global Payments Inc under the Cash 
Remittance section.   
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2. On the Cash Remittances screen, enter your GPI ID and PIN and click Submit.

Enter and Submit Remittance  

GPI allows you to identify the type of payment you are making.  You can choose to 
remit funds in Non-payoffs, Payoff proceeds, and Multifamily fees categories.    

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Enter your GPI 
and PIN number, 
and click submit 
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To enter and submit a new remittance, complete the following steps: 

1. Enter the amount you wish to remit in each category.   

 

2. Enter your verification code in Section 2.  The two-digit verification code is 
needed to check the accuracy of the reported amounts and to ensure that your 
record is accepted by the system.  You should calculate the verification code prior 
to making remittances.   

 

This two-digit code is calculated as outlined on the following page. 
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Example 1: 

Assume you are remitting a non-payoff amount of $5,203.87 and a payoff 
amount of $3,011.30 for a total of $8,215.17. 

Step 1:  Total all digits in each type of payment:  

(non-payoff) 5 + 2 + 0 + 3 + 8 + 7 = 25  

(payoff) 3 + 0 + 1 + 1 + 3 + 0 = 8  

Step 2:  Count the number of digits in each type of payment:  

(non-payoff) 5, 2, 0, 3, 8, 7 = 6  

(payoff) 3, 0, 1, 1, 3, 0 = 6  

Step 3:  Add the totals from steps 1 and 2 above for each type:  

(non-payoff) 25 + 6 = 31  

(payoff) 8 + 6 = 14  

Step 4:  Add the 2 digit verification code for each type of payment to 
obtain the verification code for the total call-in:  

(non-payoff) + (payoff) = verification code 31 + 14 = 45  

The verification code for this example is 45. 

 

Example 2: 

Assume you are remitting $8,215.17 consisting solely of payoff proceeds, 
then the following steps would be used to calculate the last two digits of 
the verification code:  

Sum of the digits: 8 + 2 + 1 + 5 + 1 + 7 = 24  

Count number of digits: 8, 2, 1, 5, 1, 7 = 6  

Add the two numbers together: 24 + 6 = 30 

The verification code for this example would be 30. 
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3. Click Submit to transmit your payment. 

 
If your transaction is accepted you will be given a four-digit accept code by 
the system.   
If your transaction is rejected you will get a message that your record was 
not added.   

 

Current Transactions 

Display a List of Your Remittances 

GPI displays a list of daily remittances that you made prior to the cut-off time of 9:00 
p.m. Eastern Time.   

Change a Remittance 

GPI allows you to change any remittance made prior to the cut-off time of 9:00 p.m. 
Eastern Time.  Remember you must get a four-digit verification code by the system in 
order to ensure that the record was changed successfully. 

Delete a Remittance 

GPI allows you to delete a remittance made prior to the cut-off time of 9:00 p.m. 
Eastern Time. Remember you must get a four-digit verification code by the system in 
order to ensure that the record was cancelled successfully.
