
RIDER TO MULTIFAMILY LOAN AND SECURITY AGREEMENT

RENTAL ACHIEVEMENT – CASH RESERVE
(Revised 12-19-2016)
The following changes are made to the Loan Agreement which precedes this Rider:
A.
Section 4.05 is deleted and replaced with the following:
4.05
Rental Achievement Provisions – Cash Reserve. 

(a)
Deposit to Rental Achievement Reserve Fund. Borrower and Lender agree that, as of the date of this Loan Agreement, the Performance Standard has not been met and that Borrower has established the Rental Achievement Reserve Fund by depositing the Rental Achievement Reserve Deposit with Lender on the date of this Loan Agreement.
(b)
Right to Withdraw Funds from the Rental Achievement Reserve Fund. Lender, or Loan Servicer on Lender’s behalf, may withdraw all or part of the Rental Achievement Reserve Fund at any time and without Notice to Borrower, and apply such withdrawn funds to reduce the unpaid principal balance of the Loan, if either of the following occurs:

[USE THE FOLLOWING IF THE PERFORMANCE STANDARD MUST BE MET ON AVERAGE FOR 3 MONTHS AND ACTUALLY MET IN THE LAST MONTH, OR FOR MORE THAN 3 MONTHS AND ACTUALLY MET IN EACH OF THE LAST 3 MONTHS:]
(i)
On or after the Earn Out Expiration Date if the Mortgaged Property has not achieved, on average, the Performance Standard for the Performance Standard Period or has not actually achieved the Performance Standard in [CHOOSE ONE:  USE IF THE PERFORMANCE STANDARD PERIOD IS 3 MONTHS: the last month OR USE IF THE PERFORMANCE STANDARD PERIOD IS MORE THAN 3 MONTHS: each of the last 3 months] of the Performance Standard Period; or
[USE THE FOLLOWING IF THE PERFORMANCE STANDARD MUST BE MET DURING THE ENTIRE PERFORMANCE STANDARD PERIOD WITHOUT ANY AVERAGING:]
(i)
On or after the Earn Out Expiration Date if the Mortgaged Property has not achieved the Performance Standard in each month of the Performance Standard Period; or
[END OF SECTION (i) ALTERNATIVES.]
(ii)
An Event of Default has occurred and is continuing.
(c)
Application of Funds. If Lender, or Loan Servicer on Lender’s behalf, withdraws funds from the Rental Achievement Reserve Fund, then Lender will apply the funds to reduce the unpaid principal balance of the Loan. Borrower will pay a prepayment premium computed using the formula set forth in the Note with respect to any such prepayment of principal under the Note. Borrower may not pay the prepayment premium from the funds withdrawn from the Rental Achievement Reserve Fund.
(d)
Release of Rental Achievement Reserve Fund. Lender will return the funds in the Rental Achievement Reserve Fund to Borrower within 30 days after the first of the following to occur:
(i)
Payment of the Indebtedness in full, including all accrued but unpaid interest and prepayment premiums.

Upon receipt of a written release request from Borrower (“Release Request”), provided no Event of Default exists, if prior to the Earn Out Expiration Date the Performance Standard (A) has been achieved, on average, for the Performance Standard Period immediately preceding the Release Request, and (B) has actually been achieved in [CHOOSE ONE:  USE IF THE PERFORMANCE STANDARD PERIOD IS 3 MONTHS: the last month OR  USE IF THE PERFORMANCE STANDARD PERIOD IS MORE THAN 3 MONTHS: each of the last 3 months] of the Performance Standard Period.
[USE THE FOLLOWING IF THE PERFORMANCE STANDARD MUST BE MET DURING THE ENTIRE PERFORMANCE STANDARD PERIOD WITHOUT ANY AVERAGING:]
(ii)
Upon receipt of a written release request from Borrower, provided no Event of Default exists, if prior to the Earn Out Expiration Date the Mortgaged Property has achieved the Performance Standard in each month of the Performance Standard Period.
(e)
Calculating the Performance Standard. For purposes of this Section 4.05, “Performance Standard” means:

the achievement of an NOI that supports a 1.__ debt coverage ratio, as determined by Lender. The calculation of the debt coverage ratio will be based on a ___-year amortization schedule. If the Loan has a floating interest rate, then the Lender will calculate the debt coverage ratio using an annual interest rate of ________%.
[OR CHOOSE THIS SECOND ALTERNATIVE IF THE PERFORMANCE STANDARD IS DETERMINED USING OCCUPANCY, INCOME AND NOI:]
that (i) the ratio of units leased to tenants (under Leases meeting the requirements set forth in this Loan Agreement) to total rentable units equals at least ________%, and monthly rents actually collected from tenants, net of Concessions and Bad Debt as calculated and allocated by Lender, equals at least $________________, and (ii) the NOI supports a debt coverage ratio of at least 1.__ as determined by Lender. The calculation of the debt coverage ratio will be based on a ___-year amortization schedule. If the Loan has a floating interest rate, then the Lender will calculate the debt coverage ratio using an annual interest rate of ________%.

that the ratio of units leased to tenants under Leases meeting the requirements set forth in this Loan Agreement to total rentable units equals at least ____________%, and monthly rents actually collected from tenants, net of Concessions and Bad Debt, as calculated and allocated by Lender, equals at least $________.

In calculating the Performance Standard for any requirements of this Section 4.05, the following terms will have the meanings set forth below (if applicable):
“Acceptable Other Income” means any income actually collected by Borrower, other than Gross Potential Rent, from all of the following:

(i)
Laundry.
(ii)
Vending.
(iii)
Cable.
(iv)
Utility reimbursements from tenants.
(v)
Short term Lease premiums (up to a maximum of 5% of the units in the Mortgaged Property, net of any prepaid revenues).
(vi)
Parking (net of any prepaid revenues).
(vii)
Income from commercial units.
(viii)
Any other type of income actually collected by Borrower from the Mortgaged Property that is acceptable to and approved by Lender in Lender’s Discretion, specifically excluding interest income. Pet income may be included at Lender’s Discretion.

“Actual Fixed Expenses” means: (i) Taxes for the Mortgaged Property, (ii) Insurance premiums, (iii) operating expenses for the preceding twelve months (T-12), including the Management Fee, and (iv) the annualized amount of the monthly Replacement Reserve Deposit (even if such deposit is deferred). Specifically excluded from this definition are capital expenditures.

“Bad Debt” means that portion of Gross Potential Rent which is assumed not to be collected by Borrower due to tenant non-payment.
“Concessions” means: (i) rental abatements, (ii) “free” rent, (iii) inducements, and (iv) other incentives.

“Effective Gross Income” means the positive annualized amount of the Gross Potential Rent, net of the Concessions, subject to the Vacancy Rate, minus Bad Debt, plus the Acceptable Other Income.
“Expenses” means the greater of (i) the annualized Actual Fixed Expenses, and (ii) the Underwritten Expenses.

“Gross Potential Rent” means the sum of (i) monthly rents actually collected from tenants under residential Leases identified in each of the most current rent rolls and (ii) achievable monthly rents attributable to residential vacant units, calculated at market rents, as determined by Lender in Lender's Discretion. (Market rents attributable to employee and model units may be included in the calculation of Gross Potential Rent if they are also included in operating expenses.)

“Management Fee” means the contractual management fee at the time of the applicable calculation.

“NOI” means the positive, annualized amount by which Effective Gross Income exceeds Expenses.
“Underwritten Expenses” means the amount of $_________.

“Vacancy Rate” means the greater of (i) actual vacancy, and (ii) 5%. Units occupied by employees and model units will be deemed occupied for purposes of calculating the Vacancy Rate. 

B.
The following definitions are added to Article XII:

“Rental Achievement Reserve Fund” means the account which may be established by this Loan Agreement into which the Rental Achievement Reserve Deposit is deposited.
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
