Borrower, in consideration of the Indebtedness and the trust created by this Instrument, irrevocably grants, conveys and assigns to Trustee, in trust, with power of sale, the Mortgaged Property, including the Land located in the County of ___________________, State of West Virginia, and described in Exhibit A attached to this Instrument.

ACCELERATION; REMEDIES.  At any time during the existence of an Event of Default, Lender, at Lender's option, may declare the Indebtedness to be immediately due and payable without further demand, and may invoke the power of sale and any other remedies permitted by applicable law or provided in this Instrument or in any other Loan Document.  Borrower acknowledges that the power of sale herein granted may be exercised by Lender without prior judicial hearing.  Borrower has the right to bring an action to assert the nonexistence of an Event of Default or any other defense of Borrower to acceleration and sale.  Lender shall be entitled to collect all costs and expenses incurred in pursuing such remedies, including attorneys' fees and costs of documentary evidence, abstracts and title reports.

If Lender invokes the power of sale, Lender or Trustee shall mail to Borrower, in the manner provided in Section 31 of this Instrument, notice of Lender's election to cause the Mortgaged Property to be sold.  Trustee shall give notice of sale and shall sell the Mortgaged Property according to the laws of West Virginia.  Trustee may sell the Mortgaged Property at the time and place and under the terms designated in the notice of sale in one or more parcels and in such order as Trustee may determine at public auction to the highest bidder for cash.  Trustee may postpone sale of all or any parcel of the Mortgaged Property by public announcement at the time and place of any previously scheduled sale.  Lender or Lender's designee may purchase the Mortgaged Property at any sale.

Trustee shall deliver to the purchaser at the sale, within a reasonable time after the sale, Trustee's deed conveying the Mortgaged Property so sold without any covenant or warranty, express or implied.  The recitals in Trustee's deed shall be prima facie evidence of the truth of the statements made therein.  Trustee shall apply the proceeds of the sale in the following order: (a) to all costs and expenses of the sale, including Trustee's and attorneys' fees and costs of title evidence; (b) to the Indebtedness in such order as Lender, in Lender's discretion, directs; and (c) the excess, if any, to the person or persons legally entitled thereto.

Trustee may act by agent or attorney in all matters requiring or permitting action by Trustee, and Trustee need not be present at any sale under this Instrument.

RELEASE.  Upon payment of the Indebtedness, Lender or Trustee shall release this Instrument.  If Trustee is requested to release this Instrument, all notes evidencing the Indebtedness shall be surrendered to Trustee.

SUBSTITUTE TRUSTEE.  If Trustee or any successor trustee to Trustee should die, resign or become incapacitated or neglect, refuse or become disqualified to act hereunder, Lender, at Lender's option, without notice to Borrower may remove Trustee and appoint a successor to any Trustee appointed under this Instrument by an instrument recorded in the county in which this Instrument is recorded.  Without conveyance of the Mortgaged Property, the successor trustee shall succeed to all the title, power and duties conferred upon the Trustee herein and by applicable law.
