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Help for Struggling Homeowners in States Hardest Hit by the Housing Crisis

Are you struggling to make your mortgage payments and
are afraid of losing your home, or need assistance with
transitioning out of your home?

Do you live in a state that has been severely impacted by
the housing and economic downturn? (You can check by
visiting www.makinghomeaffordable.gov/programs/
unemployed-help/Pages/hhf.aspx.)

Your state Housing Finance Agency (HFA) may provide you
with assistance in addition to the foreclosure avoidance
options we offer. In particular, the Hardest Hit Fund, created
by the federal government, provides many state HFAs with
funds dedicated to helping homeowners like you.

Available HFA Mortgage Assistance Programs

Contact your state HFA directly to determine if you are eligible
for assistance through any of the following programs:

= Unemployment Mortgage Assistance Program pays
for all or part of your monthly mortgage payment if you are
underemployed or unemployed.

Mortgage Reinstatement Program brings your
delinquent mortgage current with a one-time payment.

Modification Assistance Program provides funds to help
you qualify for a mortgage modification.

Transition Assistance Program helps you transition into
more affordable housing by helping to facilitate a short sale
or deed-in-lieu or assisting with relocation costs.

If your state HFA offers one or more of these programs, the
agency will guide you through the application process and work
with you directly to determine if you qualify. If you are approved,
your state HFA will provide funds to us on your behalf.

Please Note:

= The names of the HFAs may differ from state to state, as
well as the names of the types of mortgage assistance
programs they may offer.

The state HFA will request your written permission to
share personal information with us and obtain personal
information from us so they can determine your eligibility.

= We will not delay consideration or deny you another
workout option while the state HFA evaluates you for a
mortgage assistance program.

Please continue working with us on the most appropriate
foreclosure alternative while you wait to hear back from
your state HFA.
